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内容概要

2005年6月国务院学位委员会办公室颁布了《在职攻读硕士学位全国联考英语考试大纲（第二版）》（
以下简称新大纲）。
新大纲对于该考试的评价目标、考试内容、题型、题量和分值等都进行了较大的调整。
主要的改动有以下几个方面：　　1．以口语交际的书面问答形式代替了听力部分。
　　2．客观题题量由原来的65题减少为60题，考试时间也由原来的180分钟减少为150分钟。
其中将原来听力部分的30分钟15题减少为口语交际部分的15分钟10题；阅读部分阅读量不变，时间由
原来的55分钟减少为40分钟。
　　3．新大纲词汇表要求考生掌握的词汇量由原来要求领会式掌握的4250个英语单词和400个常用词
组增加到要求领会式掌握4500个英语单词和500个常用词组。
　　4．完形填空部分的分值由原来的每空0．5分改为每空1分。
　　5．英译汉部分要求翻译的字数由原来的120～150词增加到150-200个词。
分值由原来的15分改为10分。
　　总的来说，新大纲对于参加在职攻读硕士学位全国联考英语考试的考生要求更高了，试题难度加
大了。
　　为了帮助广大考生更好地了解新大纲，有针对性地复习，准备参加在职攻读硕士学位全国联考英
语考试，我们特地编写了本书。
　　本书的内容有以下几个方面：　　1．对新大纲的特点以及与第一版大纲的区别进行了详细的分
析，提出了对试题各部分题型的备考与应试指导。
　　2．根据新大纲的要求，本书编写组专家编写了10套全真模拟试题并进行了详细的解析。
　　3．在本书后面我们还附上了2002年、2003年和2004年真题、答案及详细的解析。
　　本书的编写人员均为资深的英语专家和教授，他们对于新大纲和考试新题型的解读将对考生复习
