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A Tale of Two Cities is one of the most successful, if not the most successful, historical novels ever written. One of
Charles Dickens's shortest works, it does not waste a word in telling a humanly touching, suspenseful tale against
the background of one of the most bizarre and bloody events in history: the French Revolution of 1789 and its

aftermath, culminating in the Terror of 1793-94.
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
