00 O O O The significance of determining whether the carrier has breached his obligation in bailment or has
breached his obligation in tort should not be underestimated. For instance, if the claim is based on the breach of the
carrier's obligation in bailment rather than on the breach of his obligation in tort, the carrier will find himself
bearing the initial burden of proof to disprove his negligence, while in tort the initial burden of proof is on the
claimant to prove the negligence of the defendant. 1.1.3 Summary of the Levels of the Carriers' Liability at
Common Lawlf there is no contractual relationship between the carrier and the cargo owner, the carrier’s liability
can only be founded in non-contractual bailment and in tort. When the carrier and the cargo owner are direct
contracting parties to each other and when the contract between them either does not start or is terminated or
expired, the carrier's liability towards the cargo owner is also only founded in non-contractual bailment and in tort.
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
