O There were three commercial streets inside the temple[] There werestalls selling clothes silks and antiques in
the central street[] Thebigger ones were mostly those used for performing curcusC Manyfamous artistsC] such as
comic talker Yun Lifeil] wrestler Baosanll] singer Guan Xuezen[] appeared on stages here[] There were manystalls
selling snacks[] tool] At the end of the street[] there were thosestalls for forture telling[] The streets outside the
temple were also extremely brisk(J Therewere the bird market on the west side of Shenlu Street(] the
antiqguemarket in the Zhushi Street(] In the Longfu Streetl] most of the stallsand shops sold books[] flowers and
tea learst] From 193001 the fairs at Longfu Temple Were held on the firstC] Secondl] nineth and tenth oievery
month[J Thus it became the most influencial and the biggesttemple fair in ancient Beijing[]
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
