United States more than any other book, excluding the Bible.

O O Itis estimated that at least 125 million copies of this Eclectic
Readers were sold between 1836 and 1960, placing its sales in a
category with the Bible and Webster's Dictionary. Since 1961 they

have continued to sell at a rate of some 30,000 copies a year. No

other textbook bearing a single person’s name has come close to the
mark. This Eclectic Readers are still in use today in some school
systems, and by parents for homeschooling purposes.
