[0 O The deck plating is made up of longitudinal strakes of plating across its width. The plates or strakesnearest to
the deck edges are termed stringer plates. They are of thicker material than the remainingdeck plating since they
form the important join between the side shell and deck plating. Towards the endsof the ship the deck plating, like
the shell plating, is reduced in thickness.[J [0 The large openings in the deck for hatchways, engine casings, pump
room entrances, etc., requirecompensation to maintain the section modulus of the material. The deck plating
abreast of such openings istherefore increased in thickness. The plating between the hatches of a cargo ship is
thinner than the rest ofthe deck plating and contributes little to longitudinal strength.[0 O The plating of the
weather decks is cambered towards the ships side to assist drainage of any waterfalling on the deck. This camber is
usually of the order of one-fiftieth of the breadth of the ship atmidships.
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
