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Catherine Vance Yeh is head of the Chinese language and literature section in the Department of Foreign Language
and Literature. Her research interest is in the twentieth-century Chinese entertainment culture and literature, in
particular the relationship between entertainment and the transformation of society as a whole. She has published
widely on the subject, and her most recent publication is Shanghai Love: Courtesans, Intellectuals and
Entertainment Culture, 1850-1910 (2006).
